The patient stated that approximately six or seven days ago, he was in an accident and suffered laceration on his lower orbit on the left. He states he was seen in the emergency room on that day and had suture placement. He is here to have it removed. The patient states he has no complaints about this suture. He denies headache. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 124/76.
Pulse 66.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

EYES: Left orbital area sutures #6 sutures in good repair. There is no evidence of secondary infection. There is no erythema. No edema. No bleeding. No discharge. The site is mildly tender to touch.

HEENT: Normal.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.
2. Wound care.
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PROCEDURE: Procedure was explained to the patient what exactly what I am going to do and in order to get the sutures out. We talked about the complications and he indicated that he understands and gave me verbal consent to proceed with removal. Using a #11 blade and forceps, six sutures removed without complications.

Site was secured using Steri-Strips as there are some areas that are still open. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
