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The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This is a 74-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. She lives with her stepdaughter as she has no children. She is originally from Florida. Her daughter states that on Thanksgiving they had some turkey and dressing that has caused her diarrhea for the past 24 hours, but not very severe. She has not running fever. This was addressed during the evaluation of face-to-face. Otherwise, once again, she is 74 years old, she is on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia, has sundowner syndrome. Her stepdaughter, Katrina, noted that recently she had a change in her medication; the Seroquel was increased from 100 mg to 200 mg and Risperdal was discontinued.

Her Risperdal was recently discontinued. Her Seroquel was increased because of change in her mental condition, worsening dementia, decreased sleep and sundowner syndrome. Her daughter states that she is not eating very much, she is losing weight, she has protein-calorie malnutrition causing mild lower extremity edema. She has FAST score of 7B. PPS is at 40%. Her MAC was down to 26 cm. At the time of evaluation, her blood pressure was 110/60. Pulse 51. O2 sat 97%.
Her comorbidities include hypertension, hypothyroidism, anxiety, sundowner syndrome which has caused to increase her Seroquel dose, idiopathic peripheral autonomic neuropathy, senile degeneration of the brain and bipolar disorder. She is now sleeping 12-18 hours a day. The patient’s overall condition is worsening consistent with Alzheimer’s dementia. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Given the patient’s current change in her condition, most likely has less than six months to live. She continues to remain hospice appropriate.
The patient’s daughter states that she has at least lost another 2 to 3 pounds as well during this evaluation. The FAST score is 7B. Her appetite is diminished, she is now eating about 25% of her meals. Her L-MAC is down to 26 cm. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She continues to remain hospice appropriate given the changes in the new medications that were just prescribed regarding her sundowner dementia. As far as her gastroenteritis and diarrhea is concerned, we will keep an eye on her condition. At this time, I did not recommend any antibiotic therapy.
