PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 124/74.

Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.
GROIN AREA: There is mild erythema present in his perineal region. It does not involve his scrotum. Site is mildly hot to touch. No abrasions. No lacerations. No vesicles or bullae. No fluctuance. Mildly tender to palpation.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis, improved.

2. Groin pain, also improved.

PLAN: The patient will be given a different antibiotic. At this time, he will be given:
1. Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. Ketoconazole 2% cream, apply to area b.i.d. for 14 days #60 g.
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The patient was comfortable with my discharge plans. He was strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
