SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Denise is a 69-year-old married Caucasian male living at 1353 N Terrace, Madison Heights, MI 48071. He was seen via Doxy. He was happy, pleasant, and cooperative. Describe he is doing better. Sleeping and eating better. Medication is working. Since Wednesday he did not go out because of the bad weather. He was not feeling good therefore he did not cook Thanksgiving dinner. He is going to cook today. The patient has been taking bupropion XL 300 mg daily, Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day, trazodone 50 mg daily, and duloxetine 30 mg daily. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no involuntary movement, any symptoms of akathisia, or restlessness. He was compliance with the medication and has been consistent with the therapy and the medication. The patient was explained about the medications encouraged to get his Depakote level checked at least twice a year to which he agreed and he will be going to get it done. The patient has been seeing a therapist at Comprehensive Counseling. A followup appointment was given in 30 days. 30-day supply was ordered.
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
