SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Danielle is a 43-year-old married African American female living at 8422 Orchard Avenue, Warren, MI 48089. She is seen for followup. She describes she has been doing good, sleeping good, and eating good. Her depression is gone. She denies any depression, anxiety, or any mood swings. She is not feeling anxious as much. She described this year, she has not celebrated her Thanksgiving dinner. She called her daughter during Thanksgiving dinner but she did not respond and her relationship is disturbed since her mother died. She is the one who provided care to mother and concern about it but other sister has not been involved in the care. She described otherwise she is taking her medication. She is feeling better. Her current medication has been helping. She is on Geodon 100 mg in dividing doses, Lexapro 10 mg daily, melatonin 10 mg daily, and Lamictal 25 mg daily. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Her judgment and insight is much improved.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

PLAN: The patient was provided support, insight, and supportive therapy. The patient has been feeling much better and compliance with the treatment. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
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
