The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has telehealth appointment and they consented for evaluation.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder. He was born on 03/20/1958 and living with his wife and children. He described he has a very good Thanksgiving and doing great in relationship with his wife is much better. His wife was by the side of his phone. He is on Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d., Depakote 500 mg at bedtime, and Seroquel 400 mg tablet. He was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No hallucination or delusion. He is feeling much better and more happy with a good improved relationship. The patient was encouraged provide supportive therapy, insight oriented therapy, and education about the medication. A 90 days prescription was order.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder.

PLAN: Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d., Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., and Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime. A 30 day supply was ordered. The patient was encouraged to get Depakote level checked as it is important to make sure that he is not having any side effect. He was also encouraged to go to blood workup, Depakote, and serum ammonia level. A 30-days supply was ordered.

Prognosis: Guarded.
