CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 47-year-old male referred for evaluation of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 47-year-old male who began noting chest pain approximately 3 to 4 months earlier. Pain is described as a pressure and seems to come out of the blue. He noted that his symptoms last for hours. He has had no shortness of breath. Pain is substernal and appears to go to the back.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Back pain.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Arthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right inguinal hernia.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Tylenol 500 mg p.r.n.

2. Ibuprofen 600 mg t.i.d.

3. Gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d.

4. Hydroxychloroquine 200 mg, take two daily.

5. Lisinopril 20 mg daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother had heart disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes marijuana use and alcohol use, but no cigarette smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Oral Cavity: He has bleeding gums.

Gastrointestinal: He has heartburn and abdominal pain.

Genitourinary: He has frequency and nocturia.

Musculoskeletal: He has joint pains and stiffness.

Neurologic: He has headache.
Psychiatric: He reports insomnia.

Endocrine: He has heat intolerance.

Hematologic: He reports easy bleeding.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 152/86, pulse 75, respiratory rate 18, weight 227 pounds, and height 72 inches.

The remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 69 bpm. There is right bundle-branch block.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN:
1. Amlodipine 5 mg one p.o. daily, #90 for blood pressure.
2. Echocardiogram to evaluate LV function and valvular function and stress testing.
3. Followup in one month.
