Dear Jodi:
This is a followup for Denise with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in July.  There problems of syncope or near syncope.  She mentioned six events over the last three to four months bradycardia and low blood pressure.  Cardiology Dr. Krepostman discontinued the bisoprolol and monitor for 30 days no events to have a loop recorder placement.  Also follows with neurology Dr. Shaikh.  MRI and other testing has been done, negative workup.  She has morbid obesity.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies changes in urination.  Denies cloudiness or blood.  Stable dyspnea on activity.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Lasix, anticoagulation and antiarrhythmics.  No potassium pills.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 128/70 right-sided large cuff sitting position and standing 130/60 and 124/60.  Morbid obesity.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Appears regular.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine improved in July 1.5 presently 1.25, which is baseline representing GFR 44 stage IIIB.  Anemia 12.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Albumin and calcium normal.  Liver function test not elevated.  No monoclonal protein.  Minor increase of Kappa, but the ratio is still normal.  Normal ejection fraction.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB and isolated elevation without persistent.  Recent problems of syncope or near syncope.  There is a component of postural blood pressure changes and many of her events where when she was sitting and then standing and walking, for example was in a restaurant and then leaving going to her car the event happened.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Presently off potassium and tolerating low dose of diuretics.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
