Dear Dr. Khan:

This is a followup for Mr. Allison with advanced renal failure, hypertension and prior bariatric surgery.  Since the last visit in July, chronic back pain improved with prior ablation procedure.  Some nocturia.  Some feeling tired, frequency and nocturia.  Denies vomiting, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea.  No kidney stones.
Review of System:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight vitamin D125, blood pressure diuretics, hydralazine and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 323 and blood pressure 138/78.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Stable edema.  Stasis changes.  No ulcers.  No neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 2.4 and GFR 28 stable overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  Continue management of secondary hyperparathyroidism.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
