Dear Dr. Horsley:
This is a followup for Mrs. Bailey with advanced renal failure, underlying hypertension, small kidneys, CHF and anemia.  Last visit in June.  Comes accompanied with two daughters.  Stable weight.  Enjoying meals.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  There is constipation.  Was taking magnesium.  Needs to be stopped.  No blood in the stools.  Treated with antibiotics for urinary tract infection.  No hospital admission that was two months ago.  There were no urinary symptoms, but she was confused.  Uses a walker.  No falling episodes.  No claudication symptoms.  Minimal edema.  No ulcers.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen, CPAP machine or inhalers.
Review of System:  Negative.
Medications:   Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Neurontin, tramadol, a long list of supplements and takes no antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 140 and blood pressure by nurse 133/83.  Very pleasant and alert.  Decreased hearing but normal speech.  Alert and oriented x4.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.  Comes in wheelchair.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.6 representing a GFR 29 stage IV stable overtime.  All labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  At her age probably she will never do dialysis, but there is no indication for that either.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Most recent electrolyte and acid base no need to change diet or bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Continue chemistries every three months.  Plan to see her back in six.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
