Dear Amanda:

This is a followup for Mrs. Roberts with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit was in July.  No hospital visit.  Progressive weight gaining up to 150, previously 143 and 148.  She is blind from the right-sided.  Complaining of pain all over, but denies the use of antiinflammatory agents.  No reported vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Uses a cane.  Denies falling episode.  Denies chest pain or palpitation.  Denies dyspnea, syncope or orthopnea.  Has chronic edema.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight the metoprolol and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 123/76.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Today minimal edema.
Labs:  Recent chemistries November, anemia 12, creatinine 1.77 representing GFR 28 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV likely diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Some progressive overtime but no indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  No obstruction or urinary retention.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Present blood pressure is stable.  Underlying asthma COPD on treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
