CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 26-year-old male with pacemaker malfunction.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 26-year-old male who has history of brady-tachy syndrome and underwent pacemaker placement in 2015. The patient apparently has congenital heart disease and underwent cardiac surgery at approximately 2 years of age. He then underwent surgery in Columbia. He went to the emergency room approximately two months ago while at Santa Clara. He was noted to be experiencing fatigue. He was subsequently told he had a pacemaker lead fracture. The patient is now here for evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Congenital heart disease.

2. Septal deviation.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Congenital heart surgery x2.

2. Pacemaker x2.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandfather had heart disease.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes prior history of cigarette smoking, but stated that he quit. He notes alcohol use. He denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had fatigue and weight gain. He notes occasional night sweats.

Eyes: He wears glasses.

Cardiac: As per HPI.

Gastrointestinal: He notes heartburn.

Neurologic: He has headache and dizziness.

Psychiatric: He reports nervousness and depression.

Endocrine: He has polydipsia.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/73, pulse 72, respiratory rate 16, height 67 inches, and weight 179 pounds.

Skin: Reveals tattoos on his arms bilaterally.

DATA REVIEW: ECG: Predominantly a paced rhythm. Rate 65 bpm.

IMPRESSION:

1. History of congenital heart disease.

2. Status post permanent pacemaker.

3. Brady-tachy syndrome.

4. Lead fracture.

PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram.

2. Referred to Dr. Carleton Nibley to evaluate lead fracture.
