Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 86-year-old male comes for evaluation today. He quit smoking about seven years ago. He used to smoke one pack per day for more than 15 years. Alcohol socially. He denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He confesses that he has started feeling weak especially when trying to loose stuff and he gets tired easy and with activity he gets shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has history of hypertension, history of aortic stenosis, history of being prediabetic and recently been anemic. In past, he had a colonoscopy and polyps were removed.

Currently, he is on few medications, Benicar was discontinued. Now, he is on Flomax and doxazosin.

His recent lab showed creatinine of 1.45 and EGFR was 47. His hemoglobin was 10.8, hematocrit was 32.1, and MCV was 90.9.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: He is 6 feet tall, weighing 178 pounds, and blood pressure 160/80.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.
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Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Short systolic murmur.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia most likely from chronic kidney disease.

2. History of hypertension.

3. History of BPH.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw the blood to check CBC again. We will check CMP, iron, and also Epogen level once available we can make further recommendations but most likely this is anemia of chronic kidney disease. I will go ahead and give him Procrit 40,000 subQ and will monitor his progress.
