PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PEDIATRIC IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. She is a student and lives at home with mother and father.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Only the rash above the eyelids and eyebrows noted. No other rashes noted. She has not lost weight. She has no nausea or vomiting. No symptoms of diabetes or any other associated symptoms.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Very healthy young lady in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 102 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.7. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 76. Blood pressure 113/67.
NECK: Shows no JVD.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows slight inflammation bilateral eyelids extending into the eyebrows bilaterally, very, very mild.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Dermatitis.

2. Combination of triamcinolone and nystatin cream.

3. Use it only for five days because she cannot use triamcinolone more than five days on the face. This was discussed with the patient at length.
4. Come back in three days if not any better.

5. If develops any other symptoms, let me know.
6. Discussed findings with the patient and mother at length before leaving.
