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FLETCHER, DAVID

This is a 68-year-old gentleman who was hospitalized between 10/06 to 11/11 with pneumonia, developed a pleural abscess, required partial pneumonectomy. The patient called me on the day of admission complaining of severe pain. I told the patient to go to the emergency room right away where CT scan showed evidence of pneumonia; I thought the patient might have a pulmonary embolus. The patient subsequently did not grow anything in particular, but had two PICC lines right and left side and he was given antibiotics, his PICC line has just been discontinued, he has just returned back to work.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ED, asthma, gastroesophageal reflux. His weight was down to 230 pounds with the help of Mounjaro, but it has gone back to 252 pounds at this time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Shoulder, abdomen, lung, elbow, and knee.

MEDICATIONS: Only include Airsupra and Trelegy inhaler with some nebulizer treatments. PICC line is out, no arm pain and no arm swelling and no further antibiotic needed by mouth.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

Hospital records reviewed, appropriate notes made and appropriate papers kept.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is running an oil field supplying company. He does not smoke. He does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for stroke, myocardial infarction, and heart attack.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is now walking more. He was able to go to work for five or six hours the other day, which he is very proud of himself.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 252 pounds, temperature 97.9, pulse 99, respirations 20, O2 saturation 86%, and blood pressure 148/69.
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HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

His last hemoglobin A1c was 6; I am sure it has calmed down now with his Mounjaro treatment. We will recheck his blood work at a later date.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Recent pneumonia.

2. Partial pneumonectomy.

3. Weight loss on Mounjaro very successful.

4. Cardiology evaluation recently has been done with no evidence of significant atherosclerotic heart disease.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. Asthma.

7. Blood work next visit.

8. Colonoscopy is up-to-date.

9. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving the office.
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
