Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Nancy with advanced renal failure and diabetic nephropathy.  Last visit in July.  Using a walker.  Morbid obesity.  No falling episode.  Stable dyspnea.  No oxygen.  CPAP machine at night.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Minor urinary frequency.  No fever, abdominal or back pain.  Stable edema.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise negative.  Follows in your office with diabetic specialist.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight losartan, Lasix and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure in the office apparently okay, she does not check it at home, here was high 200/72 although she has some argument with husband.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Morbid obesity.  No tenderness.  4+ edema.  No cellulitis.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.42 and GFR 41 stage IIIB.  There is normal albumin.  Normal thyroid.  Normal calcium.  No gross anemia.  For some reason no electrolytes.  Previously normal potassium with metabolic acidosis.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Not symptomatic and no dialysis progressive over the years but stable over the last two.  Blood pressure in the office poorly controlled, but there was a social problem.  Needs to be checked at home.  Blood test needs to include electrolytes and acid base.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  No need for phosphorus binders.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  She understands the diabetes and blood pressure control will protect her kidneys from reaching the point of dialysis.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back on the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
