HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 68-year-old male patient, here today following up on his left shoulder pain. We had originally seen him several months ago. Never really achieved any good relief he is following up on that today. Also he needing physical exam and lab work.
I have done a complete review of systems with him. He does have a few items that need to be addressed today. First of all, it is the left shoulder pain. He cannot sleep on his left side related to that and depending on his activity level. He continues to have sharp pains when he is lying down on his back there does not seem to be any issue it is only with activity and movement of that left shoulder.
He also verbalizes to me symptoms of peripheral vascular disease, he has times were his feet get cold and complains of poor circulation. No cardiac event has transpired. His blood pressure runs minimally high today it is 132/78.
Also has intermittent abdominal pain, which comes and goes. He does not verbalize any change in bowel movements or any change in urination habit.
Also has some tingling sensations to his lower extremities.

We will also accomplish set of blood draws today.

MEDICATIONS: This patient is not taking any medicines.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies tobacco or alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I have gone through a complete set of review of systems everything is negative with the exception what is mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed, and well-groomed in not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/78, pulse 69, respiration rate 18, temperature 98.1, O2 sat doing well at 100% on room air.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils were equal and round. Ears: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respirations are observed.
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ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present.
EXTREMITIES: He has +5 muscle strength in all extremities. He is able to raise from a seated position at the first attempt.
There is no discoloration to the lower extremities as well.
The patient does have coolness on the lower extremities. However, there is no bluish tinge to the skin.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. We are going to accomplish set of labs today, he will return to clinic for those results.
2. Peripheral vascular disease altered skin sensation. Set of ultrasounds be accommodated today, abdominal pain intermittent a set of ultrasounds will be accommodated today.

3. Left shoulder pain, we are going to order an MRI of the left shoulder to further evaluate that. This patient will return to clinic for followup.

4. A set blood draws will be obtained today. Once again he will return to clinic for those results. I have gone over his plane of care with him. He has no questions today.
