HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 53-year-old male patient here today for followup. He was last seen by us approximately a week and half ago for a prostate infection. He tells me that all signs and symptoms of what he was experiencing is completely resolved. He states he is back to normal now. We did review his labs as well. His A1c was 9.4 and his triglycerides were over 300. He tells me that his doctor did make a change to his atorvastatin due to the elevated triglycerides and of course he will watch that in the future as well.
Concerning his A1c, I have told him that he needs to go back to his prescribing physician for his diabetes medication and let him know what the A1c would need to adjust of the medication for that high level.
No other issues were brought forth. Denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal pain, or activity intolerance. He seems to be caring on his every day activities and normal form and fashion. He does have one request and that is to get Cialis 10 mg tablets, which I told him that I can accommodate that without any issues.

I have reviewed his chart and there is nothing new in there to add to that chart for today’s visit.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed is not in any distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
EXTREMITIES: He has +5 muscle strength. He is able to rise from a seated position at first attempt. There is no lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Prostatitis. No new medications will be given that is resolved at this point.
2. Diabetes management is from another physician. He will return to that clinic for further followup.
3. Hypertriglyceridemia. Once again his other physician has increased his atorvastatin to 40 mg from 20 mg. He will be managed by that other clinic.

4. I have answered all his questions today and I have given him copy of his labs. He will return to us as needed.
