HISTORY: This is a 4-year-old child accompanied by mother. She stated that the child was involved in a motor vehicle accident approximately four days ago. She stated the child was in the car seat when her car was collided with another car coming in the opposite direction. She stated that air bag was deployed and the car was totaled. She indicated that the child was seen in the emergency room where she had extensive workup and was advised that her workup was negative. Mother stated she had a forehead laceration, which was sutured on the day of the accident when she visited the emergency room. She indicated that the child did not lose consciousness after the accident.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No tobacco exposure.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert, oriented, and interactive. She cries appropriately with moist mucous membranes/tears.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 108/85.

Pulse is 102.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

FOREHEAD: There is a 1 cm laceration, which is sutured; suture is in good repair. However, the laceration does not appear well healed for sutures to be removed today.

LEFT ORBIT: There is ecchymosis present. No edema. She has full range of motion of her extraocular muscles bilaterally. There is no subconjunctival hematoma or erythema.
EARS and NOSE: There is no discharge from ear or nose.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds. No organomegaly. No tenderness to palpation.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented. Mood and Affect: The child is very interactive with parents.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Motor vehicle accident.
2. Forehead laceration (the patient had sutures done four days ago).
3. Left orbit contusion.
PLAN: Mother was advised to bring the child back in two days for sutures to be removed. There is no indication for any other intervention as the child has had extensive workup and is having no complaints right now.
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
