Dear Ms. Jensen:

This is a followup visit for Mrs. Goodboo with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hyperparathyroidism and hypertension.  Her last visit was September 8, 2025.  She is feeling well.  She does see Dr. Krepostman for her paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and she is on anticoagulation with Coumadin.  They do check her INR levels monthly and she gets her renal labs also checked monthly at the same time.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  Weight is stable.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Chronic dyspnea on exertion that is stable and edema of the lower extremities is also stable.
Medications:  I want to highlight lisinopril maximum dose of 40 mg daily.  She is anticoagulated with Coumadin and bisoprolol 5 mg daily as well as propafenone 225 mg three times a day.
Physical Examination:  Weight 264 pounds, pulse is 60, oxygen saturation 95% on room air and blood pressure left arm large adult cuff 138/88.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Heart is regular.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusion.  Abdomen is obese without ascites and she has a trace of ankle edema bilaterally.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done November 17, 2025.  Creatinine is stable at 1.52, estimated GFR is 37, calcium is 10.2, intact parathyroid hormone is 179.9 previous level was 180.8, albumin 3.7, phosphorus 2.9, sodium 139, potassium 4.5, carbon dioxide 28 and hemoglobin 12.6 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  She will continue to check labs monthly.
2. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation followed by Dr. Krepostman and anticoagulated with Coumadin.
3. Hypertension, currently at goal, slightly higher diastolic here in the office, but systolic level is at goal.
4. History of hyperparathyroidism with normal calcium levels and stable intact parathyroid hormone level and she will have followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
