Dear Mrs. Geitman:
This is a followup for Peter with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  No hospital visit.  Some nocturia.  No incontinence.  Recent problems of vertigo.  Imaging CT and MRI apparently negative.  He follows for Afib with Dr. Esan, anticoagulated with Eliquis antiarrhythmics Tykosyn, rate control Toprol.  For his myeloproliferative disorder remains on hydroxyurea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 138/70 by nurse.  Weight is stable 236.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear, right now appears regular?  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 1.08 he has been as high as 1.5, trending is improving.  Large red blood cells likely from hydroxyurea.  Elevated neutrophils stable.  Normal platelets.  Normal hemoglobin.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition.
Assessment and Plan:  Kidney function has returned to normal.  Blood pressure on beta-blockers appears to be well controlled.  He has polycythemia vera on treatment.  Atrial fibrillation ablation as indicated above well controlled.  From the renal standpoint things stable.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
