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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 1982, the patient was in Fort Dix in New Jersey.  The patient was doing basic training.  The patient tells me that he was in an obstacle course.  The patient was jumping through an obstacle course.  The patient tells me that he was climbing 4-foot high obstacle course and he suddenly missed his footing and fell and landed on ground.  The patient tells me that he hit the back of the head.  He believes he fell 8-feet high.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient has severe pain in the back of the head, confusion, and disorientation for several days.
In 1983, the patient was in Fort Benning in Georgia.  The patient was doing parachuting jump.  The patient was jumping out of the plane.  When he was landed, the patient landed and mis-stepped, the patient hit the back of the head.  The patient hit the back of the head on to the ground.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  He does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  He thinks he was out of consciousness for about one minute.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe confusion and disorientation.
In 1983, the patient was in Fort Benning.  The patient again doing night jump.  The patient tells me that he was not able to see the ground.  When he hit the land, the patient fell back, and hit the back of the head again.  The patient has severe confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe nausea.  The patient felt these symptoms for several days.
The patient currently has severe headache on everyday basis.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient is sensitivity to light.  The patient has high pitch ringing in the ears.

The patient is currently working as a cable splicer.  The patient tells me that his headaches are significant affecting his job as a cable splicer.  The patient has poor vision.  The patient has significant light sensitivity.  He has difficulty to work outside under bright sun.  The patient also tells me the ringing in the head is significantly affecting his job as a cable splicer.  The patient is not able to focus and concentrate at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1982, the patient was in the obstacle course during basic training.  The patient fell off an obstacle course that is about 8-foot high.  The patient tells me that he fell and hit the back of the head.  The patient has immediate confusion and disorientation.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient did not lose consciousness.

In 1983, the patient was in Fort Benning.  The patient was practicing parachute jumping.  The patient tells me two times, he landed on the ground, he missed his footing, fell back and hit the back of the head.  Both hands resulted in loss consciousness, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient had severe head pain when he woke-up.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  He had injury to his head.  With loss of consciousness, confusion, and disorientation, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury from these brain injuries.
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
