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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1971, the patient was in a ship fighting the Vietnam War.  His ship was on the way to Hong Kong in June.  The patient tells me that in 1971, he was on that ship as he was jumping out of the staircase, the patient hit the head.  The patient tells me that as he was jumping inside the ship, the top of the head hit the left side of a metal piece.  The patient tells me that his left side immediately had severe head pain.  It was bleeding profusely.  The patient tells me that he required 25 stitches.  The patient is seen in the medical on a ship.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation for many days after that.
The patient tells me that he was involved in a lot of bomb explosions. The patient tells me that he was loading the fuse for the bomb.  The patient tells me that he was loading fuse for the bomb.  The patient tells me that he was fusing the bomb and he had `100s of times with bomb explosion in front of him.  The patient tells me that every time at bomb explosion, the patient has tinnitus and confusion.  The patient also has dizziness and lightheadedness with these bombs fuse going off.
The patient is currently retired.  He usually drives truck for UPS.  However, he tells me that when he was driving the UPS trucks, the patient had severe headache, affecting to do his job.  The patient has confused and disoriented a lot when he was driving.  The patient is not able to focus driving.
Currently the patient had significant headaches, tinnitus, and poor memory.  First it caused poor concentration and focus.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1971, he was in a ship from Vietnam to Hong Kong.  The patient was jumping in the ship.  The patient suddenly when he was jumping, he hit the top of the head on the left side and it was metal piece.  The patient tells me that it was severe impact.  He started having profuse bleeding in his head.  He required 25 stitches.  The patient has severe head pain, confusion and disorientation for the next many days.  The patient also had the job of setting fuse on a bomb.
The patient tells me that every time the bomb goes off, the patient has severe head pain, confusion, disorientation and lightheadedness.  It has happened 100 of times.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in the ship in 1971.  The patient was jumping hit the head, the patient had immediate confusion, disorientation, and lightheadedness for the next several days.  As a matter of fact he requires 25 stitches.  It is my opinion that these symptoms are consistent with traumatic brain injury.
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
