The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  In 2021, in Qatar, the patient fell off a ladder that is __________ tall.  The patient tells me that as he landed he landed on his head.  He landed on the back of the head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for 30 seconds.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient was also nauseous.  The patient was vomiting for the rest of the day.  The patient had similar headache for the next few days.
Between 2022 and 2023, the patient does not remember the exact date, again in Qatar, the patient fell off the back of the plane.  The patient tells me that he missed a step, he fell off and landed on the back of the head on the Tarmac.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness for about one minute.  It was over 10-foot tall.  When you woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  He passed out again.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe confusion and disorientation.
Since the event, the patient has severe headache almost every day.  The patient had memory deficits.  His memory becomes very poor.  The patient also has dizziness.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has vision blurriness.
The patient is currently active duty for the Air Force.  The patient is an international logistics person.  The patient tells me that his memory loss is significantly affecting his job as international logistics.  The patient tells me that he is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient forgets about plan.  The patient forgets above schedules.  His headaches also affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient also tells me that insomnia is affecting his concentration as well.
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
