The results of this face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in her second benefit period.
This is a 77-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain and Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient is oriented to person and place. The patient is widowed. She has a daughter and a son that live close by and check on her on regular basis. She is originally from Jamaica. First thing I noticed is that she is not eating as much. She has lost weight. She does not know how much she has lost, but her MAC is now 28 as opposed to 32. Her FAST has dropped to 6D with a PPS score of 40%. She has increased pain due to her back pain that she is taking tramadol for and it is working for her. The patient also has a history of COPD, back pain, obesity, hypoxemia, neuropathy, and most likely sleep apnea. She has mild pedal edema most likely related to her COPD and sleep apnea. She is much more debilitated now. She is more confused. She has decreased mentation. She has ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and continues to decline while on hospice.
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
