Ms. Dawson is a 74-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of COPD, heart failure, hypertension, anxiety, and depression. The patient is retaining some fluid that may be why her MAC is actually gone up. She is eating less. She states she is eating one or two meals a day maxing only 25 to 30%. She continues to have lower extremity edema even though it is improved with the help of Lasix. She does not use oxygen. Her O2 sat today was stable at 97%. Temperature 97.5. Blood pressure elevated at 160/100. Her MAC is reported as 26 which is higher than before secondary to fluid retention. She does sleep on two pillows. She does have orthopnea. She does have PND. She does have pain issues. She does take Norco to control her pain. Her constipation is controlled. She has ADL dependency. She does wear adult diapers for bowel and bladder incontinence. She has a provider who is with her for at least seven hours a day. She complains of dizziness with getting up. I am going to share this with the hospice medical director regarding possible Antivert to help her with her symptoms. She also needs refill on her medication. The patient’s condition is stable at this time. She continues to be high risk of fall and her dizziness needs to be addressed. Overall prognosis remains poor for this 74-year-old woman who is on hospice with end-stage COPD.
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
