Thank you for this referral.

This 45-year-old female who does not smoke. She drinks socially. She denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: Only symptom she has is back pain, which she attributes to kyphoscoliosis t from childhood.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: On recent evaluation on two different occasions, she was found to have elevated hemoglobin at one time it was 18.2 and then it was also elevated at 17.9, hematocrit was 53.9, and platelet were high also at 452 that is the reason for the referral. The patient also has fibrocystic disease of the breast but no malignancy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 45-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 102 pounds, blood pressure 135/96 recheck 130/88.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
EYES/ENT: Unremarkable.
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Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES: Polycythemia and thrombocytosis to rule out polycythemia Vera.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will recheck the CBC today and if it is elevated persistently then we will go ahead and draw the blood for peripheral blood evaluation for flow cytometry, cytogenetics, and especially looking for JAK mutation and once results available we can make further recommendations. For now, I have advised her to take one baby aspirin and then I also advised her to donate the blood periodically.
