CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 75-year-old African American male who returns to the office for a routine followup.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 75-year-old male with history of COPD, chest pain, prediabetes, and anemia who returns to the office for a routine followup. He stated that he is doing well, he has had no recent chest pain. He underwent nuclear stress test on November 14, 2025, which was negative for ischemia. The nuclear myocardial perfusion scan revealed no evidence of pharmacologically induced ischemia, normal resting wall motion and ejection fraction of 47%. With this background then, he returned to the office for a routine followup. He is noted to be doing well. He otherwise is clinically stable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 135/65, pulse 60, respiratory rate 18, height 60 inches, and weight 171.1 pounds.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain, noncardiac.

2. History of COPD.

3. Dyspnea.

PLAN: Refill amlodipine. Followup 3-4 months.
