CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is an 83-year-old female who complained of decreased energy.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 83-year-old female with history of atrial fibrillation. She denies any chest pain, but reports ongoing palpitations. She has had decrease in energy. She reports wobbliness on walking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 113/59, pulse 99, respiratory rate 16, height 61 inches, and weight 102.8 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates atrial fibrillation with a rate of 71 bpm. Nonspecific ST/T-wave changes noted.

IMPRESSION: Atrial fibrillation, chronic.
PLAN: Continue amiodarone 200 mg p.o. daily. Followup three months. Recommend MRI brain. We will obtain CBC, Chem-20, TSH, T3, and T4 to especially evaluate the decreased energy and fatigue.
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
