CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is an 82-year-old female with history of aortic stenosis status post AVR replacement, reports increased fatigue and shortness of breath. She reports dyspnea with minimal activity. She previously underwent coronary CT angio, which revealed moderate mid stenosis of the RCA. FFR was 0.86. She had mild proximal and mid stenosis of the LAD with an FFR of 0.73 distally. With this background then, she returned to the office with ongoing dyspnea with exertion.

IMPRESSION:

1. She has history of aortic valve placement, now worsening dyspnea.

2. Hypertension.

3. Coronary artery disease – mild.

PLAN:
1. Entresto 24/26, take one p.o. b.i.d., #180.

2. Discontinue losartan.

3. Symbicort 160/4.5 mcg one inhalation b.i.d.

4. Pre and post-bronchodilators.

ADDENDUM: She underwent pre and post-bronchodilators, which revealed FVC of 1.92/2.06 respectively and FEV1 of 1.03/0.92 respectively. Symptoms were consistent with borderline obstruction with minimal improvement or change with bronchodilator therapy.
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
