Mr. Henderson was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation. This will be shared with the hospice medical director as well. Mr. Henderson is currently in his tenth benefit period extending from 08/22/2025 to 10/20/2025.

Donald is a 68-year-old gentleman who is currently under hospice care with a history of hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease complicated by advanced heart failure New York Heart Association Class IV, history of peripheral vascular disease, type II diabetes causing severe neuropathy and pain. Because of his hospice diagnosis and his comorbidities, he has chronic debility and he has bilateral below-the-knee amputation because of severe PVD. He is more short of breath. He has difficulty with any type of movement. His KPS is at 40% and PPS at 40%. Of course, he is wheelchair bound. His other comorbidities include below-the-knee amputation right side and below-the-knee amputation left side, O2 dependency – as a matter of fact his O2 sat was 90% on 3 liters today. He has a history of COPD as well along with his heart failure. His MAC is down to 21 cm. He has decreased appetite. He is eating about 30-40% of his food at this time. His MAC was at 23.5 previously. The 21 cm MAC is consistent with his decreased appetite and his weight loss which is considered unavoidable. He states that he does not have any appetite and does not want to eat, but he has forced himself to eat because he knows that if he does not eat he will “die faster”. Overall prognosis remains poor for this gentleman. He uses nebulizer on a p.r.n. basis, but he states it does not really help him much at this time because of his worsening congestive heart failure and chronic renal disease causing fluid retention. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
