REASON FOR REFERRAL: A 31-year-old male with “heart problems”.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 31-year-old male who reports irregular heartbeats for one year. He noted that the irregular heartbeats occur randomly. Symptoms are not influenced by exercise. He has no associated shortness of breath. He has no associated symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:
1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Psychoactive substance abuse.

3. Abnormal liver function test.

4. Chest pain unspecified.

5. Palpitations.

6. Schizophrenia.

7. Hypertension.

8. Low back pain.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: Zyprexa.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes the use of cigarette smoking. He further notes the use of ecstasy, cocaine, amphetamine and crack cocaine use. He has prior marijuana use. He states that he has not had marijuana in three months.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: He has had fatigue and weight gain.

HEENT: Eyes: He has dryness especially involving the right eye. Throat: He reports sore throat.

Respiratory: He has dry cough.

Gastrointestinal: He has nausea and diarrhea.

Psychiatric: He is under psychiatric care and takes medications.

Endocrine: He reports heat intolerance.

The review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 129/72, pulse 103, respiratory rate 18, and height 67.2” and weight 196 pounds.

Abdomen: Noted to be mildly obese.
Exam otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 80 bpm. Nonspecific ST/T-wave changes noted. Otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: A 31-year-old male with history of:
1. Palpitations.
2. Abnormal LFTs.
3. Polysubstance abuse.
4. Chest pain.
5. Schizophrenia.
6. Hypercholesterolemia.
PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiogram. No additional testing at this time.
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
