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Ms. Hall is a 95-year-old woman who is being recertified for hospice care at home under hospice diagnosis of emphysema. She is not eating. She is losing weight. Her MAC remains at 21.5 cm. She is short of breath at all times. She has a Foley catheter in place. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is tachycardic. She has symptoms of cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension. She requires O2 at 2 liters to keep her O2 sat above 90%. Continues to be short of breath at all times, requires neb treatments. Weight loss is unavoidable, also has evidence of cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension. The patient has a PPS score of 50%. She is confused most of the time, which puts her at FAST score of 7C regarding her mind. She lives with family members who are considered her primary caregiver. Tracy tells us that the patient is now a lot more confused and a lot more difficult to re-orient. Overall prognosis remains poor given her end-stage COPD, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, heart rate of 101, bowel and bladder incontinency and ADL dependency, most likely has less than six months to live given her current condition, her demise and continues to remain hospice appropriate at this time.
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
