HISTORY: This is a 67-year-old gentleman here with pain to his right arm. The patient stated that he was renovating an old property and felt something bit him. He stated he did not see what it is, but noticed there were lot of spiders in the building and thinks he may have been bitten by a spider. He described pain as sharp, rated pain as 6/10 worse with touch and motion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills. Denies myalgia. Denies increased temperature. He denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 136/84.

Pulse is 64.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

RIGHT ARM: There is a central ulcer with migrating erythema. Site is hot to touch. There is no fluctuance. No induration.

He has full range of motion of his shoulder and elbow with no restriction and no discomfort.

He is neurovascularly intact.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Localized cellulitis.
2. Infected insect bite.
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PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following:

1. Rocephin 1 g IM.
2. Wound Care: The site was cleaned with antiseptic, then covered with triple antibiotic cream along with 2 x 2, then secured with Coban.

The patient has indicated that he has antibiotics at home. He stated he was recently seen here and had an infected toenail partial nail removal and he stated he did not take that antibiotic because he healed well without it, just by doing that triple antibiotic cream. He states he will take that medication for this current issue. He was given the opportunities to ask questions and he states he has none. He was sent home with Mobic 15 mg one p.o. q.a.m. for 10 days #10.
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
