The patient was seen today for the purpose of face-to-face evaluation. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in his second benefit period from 09/23/2025 to 12/21/2025.
This is a 78-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s disease. On exam today, he shows wheezing and dyspnea with any type of movement. The patient is only oriented to person. The patient had lost 10 pounds at the time of admission and continues to lose weight. He also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, hypertension, and BPH with lower urinary tract symptoms. The patient has a KPS of 40% and FAST score of 7A. He eats very little; he eats about 20-30% of his food. He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence. He has ADL dependency. He is sleeping 8-12 hours a day, which is a change. He has decreased mentation, which is also consistent with his Alzheimer’s dementia. Today, on examination, his O2 saturation was 97% on room air, pulse of 84, respirations 18, and blood pressure 130/82. His MAC was noted to be at 28 cm at the time of admission, it is now reported at 27 cm. He has 1-2+ lower extremity edema without redness or heat consistent most likely with protein-calorie malnutrition. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
