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HONORE JR., JOHN

The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. This will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in his second benefit period extending from 09/03/2025 to 12/01/2025.
Mr. Honore is a 79-year-old black gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. He also has a history of centrilobular emphysema consistent with wheezing, rales and rhonchi on breathing; has to use pursed lip breathing to breathe, high cholesterol, type II diabetes, depression, and malignant neoplasm of bladder. He has artificial opening of the urinary tract in his abdomen, a urostomy bag. The patient has lost weight of 20 pounds at the time of admission to hospice. His MAC has dropped from 31 cm on admission to 26 cm consistent with significant weight loss. The patient has oxygen available to him; at the time of evaluation, his O2 sat was 96%, pulse of 86, had 1+ pedal edema consistent with cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension, and blood pressure was 110/72. John is a college professor used to teach business. He has had history of appendectomy, bladder cancer, and prostate surgery non-cancerous. He is not currently under any treatment for bladder cancer at this time. The urine in the bag appeared very clean without any signs of infection. John also has a PPS score of 40%. He is short of breath with activity. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV and confused at times. The patient also suffers from neuropathy and chronic pain. I asked John about using his inhaler and nebulizer, he states that it is too difficult for him to get around to use it, hence the reason for his wheezing and difficulty breathing at this time. Given natural progression of his COPD, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
