HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic with red rash on her right armpit. She states that it was about a dime size and now it is getting much larger. It itches and burns when she puts on her deodorant and also recently got a punching bag for her birthday and has been utilizing it, now her right wrist hurts.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizures.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple. No lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

FOCUSED RIGHT WRIST EXAM: Negative crepitus. Full range of motion. Negative tenderness to palpation.  Negative edema or erythema.
FOCUSED RIGHT ARMPIT EXAM: Noted circular erythema which is nontender to touch, non-weeping with raised borders.
ASSESSMENT: Right wrist strain and tinea.
TREATMENT PLAN: We will provide Celebrex for the right wrist pain as well as butenafine for the tinea of the arm. Advised the patient to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
