HISTORY: This is a 48-year-old gentleman here with left ear pain. The patient stated this has been going on for three days, described pain as sharp. He states the pain radiates to his mandible, his maxilla and his forehead. Described pain as sharp. He states sometimes pain shoots into his forehead and his lower jaw. Pain is worse with chewing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports a puncture wound to his right foot with a rusted nail. He stated this happened about three or four days ago and came in because he is concerned that the jaw pain or the ear pain may be related to the puncture in his foot. Denies chills. Denies myalgia. Denies muscle stiffness. Denies diaphoresis. Denies neck pain or stiff neck.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 139/79.

Pulse is 79.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

RIGHT FOOT: Plantar surface puncture wound is present with localized erythema. No bleeding. No discharge. Tenderness to palpation. No fluctuance. No induration. He has full range of motion of all his digits. Neurovascularly intact.

LEFT EAR: TM is without effusion or erythema. Light reflex is good. External ear canal is without erythema or edema. There is no tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.

TMJ: The patient has a grating sound with range of motion of his TMJ and he has mild discomfort with range of motion.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute foot pain.

2. Puncture wound to right foot plantar surface.

3. Temporomandibular joint syndrome.

4. Left ear pain.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following: Tetanus 0.5 mL IM. He was sent home with the following medications:
1. Cipro 500 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days, #14.

2. Gabapentin 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 30 days, #60.
He was given the opportunities to ask questions and he states he has none.
