CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 28-year-old female who complained of palpitations.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 28-year-old female who reports episode of fast heart rate beginning approximately six years ago. She was subsequently referred for evaluation. She reports episode of chest pain, which occurred spontaneously. She has had no associated symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient denies any significant past medical history.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She had a benign mass involving the right breast, which was removed.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Vitamin D one daily.

2. Prenatal vitamin one daily.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in hives.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had CVA.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies all substance use. She works in a salon cutting hair.

DATA REVIEW: The echocardiogram reveals normal left ventricular function with ejection fraction 60-65%. No regional wall motion abnormality. There is normal diastolic function. There is trace mitral regurgitation. Trace tricuspid regurgitation. The remainder of the echocardiogram is unremarkable. ECG demonstrates sinus arrhythmia. Rate is noted to be 72 bpm.

IMPRESSION: This is a 28-year-old female with palpitations. She has sinus arrhythmia. She has no significant findings on echo.
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
