Dear Allison:
This is a followup for Peggy with chronic kidney disease. Last visit in August.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  Has been treated for fungal infection in the urine.  Follows Dr. Raygada being treated with flucytosine, dose corrected for present kidney function, to complete four weeks so far two, less frequency and nocturia.  Stable weight.  States to be eating.  Constipation.  Very unsteady.  Comes in a wheelchair.  No recent falling episode.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.  Blood pressure at home fluctuates 120s-190s/70s and 90s.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Norvasc and losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 132 and blood pressure by nurse 146/72.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal or back tenderness.  No major edema.  She is not very interactive, most of the report is done through the daughter.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 1.8.  Normal electrolytes.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Other chemistries review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Present potassium normal.  Might require bicarbonate replacement if bicarbonate less than 20.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Dose of the flucytosine appropriate for level of kidney function maximal dose will be 1500 twice a day, she is doing 1000 twice a day.  I repeat blood pressure it was 132/60.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see her back on the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
