Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. McGuire with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in June.  Denies any hospital admissions.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  Has chronic insomnia.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril as an isolated blood pressure treatment.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 129/76 and weight is stable 209.  No major abnormalities on physical exam.
Labs:  Chemistries from October, creatinine 1.49 representing GFR 51 stage IIIB stable overtime.  Other labs review.  Also notice the ultrasound a year ago there was no obstruction, but there was a large low-density area.  He could not do the CT scan because of insurance issues.  He is going to have Medicare beginning January 1st.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  No EPO treatment.  Monitor upper potassium.  Normal acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No obstruction on the ultrasound or urinary retention.  We will do a CT scan urogram to assess that abnormality on the left kidney.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
