Dear Dr. Boyk:

This is a followup for Farris with chronic kidney disease probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  No hospital emergency room.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  Diabetes A1c well controlled 5.8.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice lisinopril, diuretics, Norvasc, on diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Weight 213 and blood pressure by nurse 150/69.  Otherwise negative physical exam.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 2.3 and that being is stable at least over the last three years representing a GFR of 29 stage IV.  Other labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Tolerating lisinopril among others.  Blood pressure in the office high and needs to be checked at home.  Well controlled diabetes.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
