Dear Dr. Horsley:
This is a followup for Mr. Seiter with chronic kidney disease probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  No hospital visit.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems is negative.  Weight is stable at 175.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight diabetes cholesterol management, blood pressure Norvasc and ARB and candesartan.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 107/65.  Negative physical exam.
Labs:  Chemistries September, creatinine 1.68 if anything an improvement representing a GFR of 39 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  Potassium in the upper side, tolerating ARB same medication.  Discussed about diet and metabolic acidosis.  Presently no bicarbonate replacement or to be watched overtime.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Other chemistries are stable.  There is low level of protein in the urine 0.31, obviously nom-nephrotic syndrome.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
