Dear Michele:

This is a followup for Mr. Barnes with biopsy proven C3 glomerulopathy and progressive renal failure.  Last visit in June.  Right-sided carpal tunnel surgery.  The numbness has improved.  No weakness.  No pain, but still stiff.  Similar problems on the left-sided.  He is not ready to have surgery.  Blood pressure at home fluctuates in the 120s-160s/70s and 90s.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Low dose of lisinopril, beta-blockers and cholesterol management.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Anticoagulated with Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure by nurse 166/80.  Weight is stable.  Otherwise negative physical exam.
Labs:  He just did chemistries.  We reviewed on his phone, anemia 11.3.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Creatinine 2.3 for a GFR of 28 stage IV.  Mild metabolic acidosis 20.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Chronic elevation and alkaline phosphatase, but normal liver function test.  Alpha-fetoprotein was negative.
Assessment and Plan:  Biopsy proven C3 glomerulopathy and CKD stage IV slowly progressive overtime, not symptomatic, no dialysis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Potential bicarbonate replacement if bicarbonate drops below 20.  Other chemistries stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
