Dear Dr. Reichmann:
This is a followup for Mr. Gamber he has chronic kidney disease, light chain amyloidosis on chemotherapy and diffuse edema.  Follows with Dr. Akkad, insurance issues.  Needs three weeks of chemotherapy, restarted few days ago.  Pallor of the skin.  Feeling tired.  Nausea, no vomiting.  Poor appetite.  Frequent loose stools, no bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No open ulcers or weeping of the skin.  Not very physically active.  No oxygen.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or lightheadedness.  Supposed to finish chemotherapy by February.  To be assessed at University of Michigan for potential bone marrow transplant.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the losartan.  Presently no diuretics.  Takes beta-blockers.  On antibacterial as well as antiviral prophylaxis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 268 worse and blood pressure by nurse 147/90.  Lungs however are clear.  No pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  There is obesity.  Diffuse edema to the lower chest.
Labs:  Recent chemistries in December, anemia 8.6.  Minor low platelets.  Large red blood cells 101.  Creatinine 1.98 representing a GFR of 37 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Low protein and albumin from nephrotic syndrome.  Calcium normal.
Assessment and Plan:  Amyloidosis, light chain biopsy proven on chemotherapy and nephrotic syndrome.  Add diuretic Demadex 20 mg.  Potential increase losartan.  Monitor potassium and electrolytes.  If he improves with chemotherapy for the amyloidosis he will follow or improvement of the nephrotic syndrome.  Anemia to follow by Dr. Akkad.  Phosphorus elevated.  Might need phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries are stable.  Diuretics and potential increased dose of losartan will help with blood pressure too.  Come back on the next 3 to 4 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
