Dear Roberta:
This is a followup for Ray with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  No hospital emergency room visit.  Chronic incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Chronic edema and cellulitis.  Keeps the legs elevated.  Trying to do low sodium.  Constipation, no bleeding.
Review of Systems:  I did other review of system, which appears to be negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Bumex and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 118/62 and weight 134.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  He has prior valves replacement.  Tympanic abdomen without any tenderness.  3+ edema bilateral.  Has a pacemaker.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.04, baseline has been between 1.4 and 1.6.  We will see if this is a true number.  There is minor anemia.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Elevated bicarbonate from diuretics.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Low iron saturation.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable or improved.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  No need for EPO treatment.  Metabolic alkalosis from diuretics.  Other chemistries with kidney disease stable.  Prior valves replacement pacemaker.  Continue diabetes management.  Careful potassium replacement.  Tolerating Jardiance without urinary tract infection.  Remains anticoagulated.  As far as I know stable mitral valve prosthesis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
