Dear Dr. Vogel:
This is a followup for Janet with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in June.  Has gained weight.  States to be eating well.  No smoking or alcohol.  Has problems with swallowing from the Parkinson.  Goes to the CMU speech clinic that is helping, less choking.  Denies nasal drip or reflux.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight losartan and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure runs in the low side by nurse was 99/51, I checked 110/40 on the left sitting position and standing 100/30.  Tremors both hands probably worse on the right hand.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.0.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  GFR 56.  Anemia 11.5.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No electrolyte abnormalities.  No bicarbonate problems.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  As blood pressure is running in the low side, decrease losartan from 100 mg to 50 mg.  Continue management of Parkinson and complications.  Come back in one year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
