Dear Dr. Fazio:

Thank you for this referral.

This 68-year-old female comes here for evaluation today. She does not smoke or drink. She has allergies to Cipro, Bactrim, Macrobid, Mirapex, ReQuip, and Effexor.

SYMPTOMS: Her main symptom she has is recent problems with her cardiovascular system.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had multiple things that went on in last several months, on 11/05/2025 she had SI ablation, subsequently she had heart attack that she was admitted at Texas Health Hospital in Frisco. She had angioplasty by Dr. William Brown. On 11/08, she had mini stroke that is TIA and 11/08 she also has had angiogram done by Dr. Siva Sontineni. The patient since was seen Dr. Fazio and she is referred here for evaluation to rule out hypercoagulable status.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has history of hypertension. She has history of coronary disease. She also has history of restless leg syndrome. She has significant degenerative join disease with lumbar radiculopathy. She has back surgery in the past. She also has spinal stenosis. She had oophorectomy in 2008, hysterectomy in 1999, and bladder suspension also is in 1999. She had pelvic reconstruction in 2010.

She is on several medications, which include aspirin and Plavix. She also is on nadolol 80 mg and olmesartan 40/12.5 mg with HCTZ. She is on estradiol 0.5 mg and baclofen 20 mg. She takes Lyrica for pain, also has been on hydrocodone. She also takes clonazepam and alprazolam.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 68-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 5 inches tall, blood pressure 135/64, and she is weighing 175 pounds.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent history of TIAs and MI.

2. History of several cardiovascular events.

3. Rule out hypercoagulable status.

4. Degenerative joint disease with significant arthritis of the spine and spinal stenosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and send her to the lab to have coagulation profile drawn including protein C, protein S, antithrombin 3 level, factor V Leiden mutation, and phospholipid syndrome evaluation.
