This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient was seen for the sole purpose of face-to-face evaluation. The patient is in her 11th benefit period from 09/24/2025 to 11/22/2025.
Virginia is a 75-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of protein-calorie malnutrition severe, hypertension, dementia, generalized anxiety, depression, metabolic encephalopathy, adult failure to thrive, weight loss, personal history of venous thrombosis, chronic pain, atherosclerotic heart disease, osteoarthritis, and suicidal behavior.

The patient has decreased weight. She has lost 3 pounds since last weighing sometime in July. Her MAC is at 19 cm at this time. Her PPS score is at 40%. Her dementia gives her FAST score of 6E. The patient lives with Janea at a personal care home who tells me that the patient is now sleeping about 10 to 12 hours a day, which is definitely worsened and she has decreased mentation. She requires more and more redirection as far as her mentation is concerned. Her weight loss deemed to be unavoidable. She is not eating very much; she is not interested in food. Her gait is very unsteady. She is now using a walker, but requires help of others to stand next to her as she is trying to walk. She has to be reminded to take steps. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is ADL dependent. She now eats about 30% of her meals twice a day at times. She has dyspnea on exertion and sleeping 12 hours a day. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and continues to decline on hospice.
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
