Dear Crystal:

This is a followup for Amanda with chronic kidney disease, underlying lupus and Sjögren’s, low level proteinuria, prior metabolic acidosis probably renal tubular acidosis.  Last visit a year ago.  There is a discomfort right lower lid question minor rash.  No compromising of conjunctiva.  No eye pain.  No decreased eyesight or fever.  Chronic joint pain.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system done being negative.  No blood in the urine or kidney stones.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  For the lupus, notice the Plaquenil and biological treatment with Benlysta.  Off the CellCept.  Remains on Wegovy.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure high 138/108, I repeat 128/96 on the right-sided, at home she states 120s/70s.  No respiratory distress.  No gross skin or mucosal abnormalities.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline and low-level proteinuria 0.36.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, underlying lupus and Sjögren’s and low-level proteinuria.  No nephrotic syndrome.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Does not require treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries stable.  Blood pressure high.  She states to be under a lot of stress.  At home looks good control.  Presently takes no medications.  To see dermatology for the right lower lid skin abnormalities.  Plan to see her back in nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
